1 Roads may be constructed on the remaining fimers/nallas of Karachi, on the pattern
of Lyari bypass to secure the land area, avoid encroachment and regulate the traffic.

1 Two Stroke engine vehicles are banned from Dec. 2012. Ratesegulations to be made
to control operations.

1 Parking Authority to be established to work with Parking Department of KMC in the
similar pattern of Punjab under PPP mode.

1 Parking Authority to be established to work with Parking Department of KMC in the
similar pattern of Punjab under PPP mode.

1 Parking spee length is to be 7 feet to prevent further construction of civil

constructions/infrastructure.

Plaza/Shopping Malls parking space should be within the building premises.

Parking rates needs to be revised.
